[bookmark: _GoBack]History: 
· The class will be studying the Mayas. This unit which will involve:
· Using an atlas to locate and place the areas the Maya civilisation inhabited.
· Understanding the lifestyle of the Maya people, including how they ate, worked and prayed.
· Gods, Kings and Queens from the era.
· How they lived, including law and justice.
· How the Maya civilisation collapsed over time, including the Spanish invasion.  

Art:   
· Researching Picasso and his different styles to create our own self-portrait

Computing:   
· Using different computer programmes to code functions and games. 
· E-safety will also be taught.
PSHE/ RE:   
· To recognise different types of teasing and bullying, to understand that these are wrong and unacceptable. 
· In RE, the class will learn how different religions explain suffering in the world.

Science:   
· Identify and name the main parts of the human circulatory system, and describe the functions of the heart, blood vessels and blood
· Recognise the impact of diet, exercise, drugs and lifestyle on the way their bodies function
· Describe the ways in which nutrients and water are transported within animals, including humans

Maths: 
· Consolidate and further understand place value up to ten million, including up to three decimal places. This will include ordering numbers, greater than and less than symbols and rounding and estimating. 
· Adding and subtracting increasingly large numbers up to a million. This will also involve decimal numbers.
· Multiplying and dividing up to four digits by two digits using formal methods. 
· Using reasoning skills to answer written word problems involving the four operations (adding, subtracting, multiplying and dividing), sometimes involving more than one calculation.

Reading: 
· Increasing comprehension skills, particularly inference, deduction and recall from the text.
· Using ‘classic’ texts to improve vocabulary and increase awareness of different text types. 
· Reading a range of non-fiction texts to increase understanding of specific features. 
Writing: 
· Using several classic fairy tales such as Hansel and Gretel and the Tinder-box to introduce the unit.
· With the fairy tale genre, the class will be further developing character and setting, using features such as fronted adverbials, similes, and expanded and noun phrases. 
· Consolidating grammatical terms from previous years.
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
