[bookmark: _GoBack]Art and design:   
· Using sewing to create objects and decorations
· Understanding and learning how to use tone in drawing.

History:   
· Researching changes crime and punishment from the Anglo-Saxons to the present. 
· Understanding the social history behind how people were treated and punished, reflecting the society of the time. 
Maths: 
· Adding, subtracting, multiplying and dividing fractions. 
· Comparing and ordering fractions with and without a number line
· Simplifying and finding equivalent fractions
· Working with vulgar fractions and mixed numbers 
· Finding the fraction of a number and using this skill to both shade in shapes and answer reasoning questions. 
· Use and apply knowledge of fractions to answer a variety of questions.
· Describe and draw positions on a co-ordinate grid (all four quadrants)
· Translate and reflect shapes on a grid
· 
PSHE/ RE:   
· In RE, study how different religions view peace and conflict. 
· In PSHE, learn about different types of discrimination and how people are different.

Computing:   
· Use Microsoft Excel to create spreadsheets. This will include ordering information and data and calculating items in a list. 
· E-safety will also be taught.
Science: 
· Planning different types of scientific enquiries to answer questions
· Using test results to make predictions to set up further comparative and fair tests
· Recognise that light appears to travel in straight lines
· Use the idea that light travels in straight lines to explain that objects are seen because they give out or reflect light into the eye
· Explain that we see things because light travels from light sources to our eyes or from light sources to objects and then to our eyes
· Use the idea that light travels in straight lines to explain why shadows have the same shape as the objects that cast them.
Autumn 2
Reading: 
· Study a range of poems, including classic poems such as The Highwayman. 
· Reading sections of A Christmas Carol by Charles Dickens. 
Writing: 
· Use the poem ‘The Highwayman’ as the basis of creating our own narrative poem on the theme of light and dark.
· Studying and using poetic devices such as personification, metaphor, simile, repetition, alliteration and rhyme.
· Writing a persuasive letter to Scrooge, using persuasive language.
