SCHOOL LUNCHES 
Please remember to book your child’s 
lunch via Parentpay before 8.00 a.m. 
each day. Can you also remember to make sure your child  
knows what has been ordered for them so as to avoid confu-
sion and upset at lunchtime.  

As we start a new term, we would like to re-
mind all parents/carers regarding attend-
ance. 

BEING ON TIME 
The school gates open at 08.45 a.m. so please ensure your 
child(ren) arrive at school from 08.45 and before 08.55 a.m. 
Our school day starts in classrooms at 08.55 a.m. The teachers 
take the class registers and then lessons begin.   The children 
need to be in their classrooms and ready to start learning at 
the beginning of the school day.  Arriving late distracts the 
class and may also mean the child(ren) miss some key  infor-
mation for that lesson or days activities. It also creates addi-
tional work, as the registers need to be amended. 

ILLNESS/ MEDICAL APPOINTMENTS 
Thank you for contacting the School Office last term if your 
child(ren) was/were absent from school. It helps us update 
and complete the registers quickly in the mornings and ena-
bles us to complete other key tasks promptly.   
Please contact the School Office before 08.55 a.m. if your child
(ren) is/are going to be absent from school. Remember you 
can leave a voicemail message anytime before the School 
Office opens at 08.30 a.m.

An application for a leave of absence must be made in   
advance and if the school does not receive an application in 
advance of the leave, the absence will be recorded as unau-
thorised.

WELCOME TO SPRING TERM 2025 

All children in Reception, Year 1 and Year 
2 are entitled to 'Universal Free School 
Meals' but if you are in receipt of bene-

fits you may be eligible for extra funding for the school called 
Pupil Premium, which we in turn use to support the children. 
This also means that your child may qualify for Free School 
Meals in Years 3-6 and we can help with subsidizing your 
child’s school trips and other activities. 
 

If you think you are eligible please contact the school office for 
a form to complete. We can then submit your form to Norfolk 
County Council and they will confirm if you are eligible. Alter-
natively you can use the link for more information or to apply
