History
Intent
At Blofield Primary School we recognise the vital role History plays in fostering children’s love of learning and acquisition of knowledge, both factual and conceptual.  We encourage children to see History as a subject for enquiry by starting topics with a Big Question and providing them with the strategies to answer it, including through research, use of artefacts and live experiences such as trips and visitors to the school.
While providing children with a solid understanding of British History, as laid out in the National Curriculum for Primary Schools, we seek to place this in a broader context.  This relates to our Blofield values – Fairness and Respect in particular – by making links to world history that are meaningful to each and every child.  We understand how important it is for our pupils to see themselves reflected in what they learn about at school, in order that they can take their place as well-rounded individuals in an evolving United Kingdom.  
Implementation
[bookmark: _GoBack]Teachers use a range of resources for planning, with careful reference to the National Curriculum in order to ensure coverage of key knowledge and concepts. The curriculum has been designed to ensure progression of knowledge and concepts from Reception to Year 6 and, where possible, to make meaningful cross-curricular links.  For each History unit, teachers provide pupils with a Knowledge Organiser (which is also shared with parents).  Teachers assess children through their participation in lessons and their written work, and report half-termly using the school’s agreed format.  We also record assessments on Pupil Asset on a termly basis.
Impact
The subject leader monitors provision of History in a variety of ways, including book looks, learning walks, talking with children and scrutiny of recorded assessments. This information is shared with the school’s senior leadership team, in order to ensure engagement and attainment in respect of pupils, as well as to inform next steps for History and the curriculum as a whole.
