Star Kitties— Laura Ellen Anderson

This illustrated early chapter book series tells the story of a secret world of cats. The striking two-colour
ilustrations make the book very appealing and ideal for children in Year 2 upwards (age 6+). There is
also a map at the start for children fo follow the characters on their detective mission. It is a great book
to use as a stepping tool from K31 to KS2: it has short chapters and could help children progress from
phonics and onto comprehension led reading.

The Panda Badger - Ben Cajee and Brie Schmida

The Panda-Badger introduces readers to Pablo, who lives in a seemingly fixed world badgers look like
badgers and pandas look like pandas, and everyone knows where they belong. But Pablo is neither
one nor the other! He is a unique mix of both. In a society that sees the world in binaries, Pablo’s very
existence challenges the boundaries of belonging. This story sensitively explores the idea that
strengths and weaknesses are sometimes a matter of perspective. The badgers thrive in water, while
the pandas avoid it. Pablo is in between. Where does someone belong when they do not neally fit the
categories that others rely on? How can Pablo stay frue to himself when he feels pulled in opposing
directions? The book provides a platform for discussion about identity, diversity and empathy.

From the outset, the gentle cover, light humour, and engaging narrative voice quickly draw readers in.
The story is told from the perspective of Jacob, an imaginary friend created by Ray, whose warm and
witty narration establishes an immediate emotional connection. Ray’s life in his village is tumed upside
down when he overhears his parents discussing a potential move. Distressed and unsettled, he invents
Jacob as a source of comfort. Through their conversations, Jacob helps Ray build resilience and confi-
dence, guiding him through feelings of anxiety and unceriainty. The story sensitively explores themes
of change, empathy and emotional growth, presenting them in a way that is both accessible and reas-
suring for young readers from age 6 upwards.

Riley-Wright Is Always Wrong - Mel Taylor-Bessent

This is the first book in a super-fun and positive new series aimed at younger readers who are not
yet ready for Dork Dianies, Loftie Brooks or Diary of a Wimpy Kid. It follows the life of Riley Wright, a
girl starting in Year 4 at a school where her Dad is going to be the new Headteacher! Riley is often
embarmrassed by her father and hopes to blend into her new environment, so she is horrified when
he announces that she is his daughter on the first day. Despite this, she manages to make a best
friend (Emmie) that moming and is shown her secret library in a long-forgotten cupboard, which
becomes the girs' refuge during the next few weeks. There are positive messages about things
usually tuming out better than you expect, not becoming worked up about difficulties with one tricky
